	Class III, Section 4k, special stds. PWS.

DEQ monitoring stations 3-BLU000.80, at Route 641, 3-BLU002.60, at Route 20, and 3-BLU006.44, at the bridge for an unnamed road through Tibbstown. Citizen monitoring stations 3BLU-01-SOS and 3BLU-01-URWP.

Note: Segment VAN-E13R_BLU01A00 was included in Attachment C (Plaintiff's list of waters that were added to the 303(d) list in 2002) for fecal coliform.

Fecal coliform and E.coli monitoring find a bacterial impairment, resulting in an impaired classification for the recreation use. Citizen monitoring finds a medium probability of adverse conditions for biota, resulting in a determination of fully supporting with an observed effect for the aquatic life use. The public water supply and wildlife uses are considered fully supporting. The fish consumption use was not assessed.

2004 TMDL ID for segment VAN-E13R_BLU01A00 was VAN-E13R-01.


	Impairments

	Escherichia coli
Sufficient exceedances of the instantaneous E.coli bacteria criterion (3 of 6 samples - 50.0%) were recorded at DEQ's ambient water quality monitoring station (3-BLU002.60) at the Route 20 bridge to assess this stream segment as not supporting of the recreation use goal for the 2006 water quality assessment. Segment VAN-E13R_BLU01A00 was previously listed for a fecal coliform bacteria impairment, beginning in 2002.



	Fecal Coliform
Sufficient exceedances of the instantaneous fecal coliform bacteria criterion (7 of 20 samples - 35.0%) were recorded at DEQ's ambient water quality monitoring station (3-BLU002.60) at the Route 20 bridge and (2 of 5 samples - 40.0%) at DEQ's ambient water quality monitoring station (3-BLU006.44), at the bridge for an unnamed road through Tibbstown, to assess this stream segment as not supporting of the recreation use goal for the 2006 water quality assessment.
